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Locate Bed bolt in second bed channel back from Set assembly into place as shown and mark hole in
the front. Remove bolt. bed channel for rivet nut placement.

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Once hole is marked remove Bedstep Assembly and pre drill using an 1/8” drill bit. Drill to 17/32”. With
Rivet Nut Tool held in place with 9/16” wrench, tighten Hex Bolt until Rivet Nut deforms and secures itself

to the sheet metal (20 ft-Lbs. or 4 turns). Remove Hex Bolt and Rivet Nut Tool.
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Reassemble Bedstep Assembly under truck and snug the three locations up.
