M8: 8-10Nm (6-7.5lbs/ft) and 
M10: 16-18Nm (12-13lbs/ft).

• Do not attempt to fit system to your vehicle unless you fully understand these fitting instructions. Please direct any questions 

regarding fitting to the dealer from where it was purchased from.
• Off-road conditions can be rigorous. Extreme care must be taken in off road conditions.
