GETTING STARTED

Before you begin the installation process of your new Fab Fours product, we suggest
laying out all materials and parts on a pad or protective surface.

Failure to fully account for all components before beginning installation may leave vehicle
immobile until part is acquired. Refer to the next pages as an inventory check.

TOOLS REQUIRED

Tools used:
Panel pry tool
15mm socket wrench

15mm open end wrench.

ASSISTANGE

We recommend two people
perform the installation as items
are heavy and may need to be held
in place while installing.

ORGANIZATION

Disassemble the vehicle where you
can catalog and store everything.
We suggest labeling and bagging all
the OEM bolts when removing from
the vehicle. Failure to keep track of
parts could lead to an inability to
properly reinstall components.




DISSASEMBLY

1. Using the panel pry tool remove the eight (8) push pins attaching the two (2) tow hook cover plates to
the bumper.

2. Using the 15mm socket wrench remove the six (6) bolts
that attach the factory bumper to the frame.

3. The factory bumper can now be removed from the vehicle.



4. Remove the intercooler shroud from the vehicle by depressing the tabs around the perimeter of
the shroud and then separating the shroud from the intercooler.

5. Using the 15mm socket wrench, remove the two bolts at the front of the OEM skid plate and then
loosen the two bolts at the rear of the OEM skid plate to remove it from the vehicle.

6. Using the 15mm socket wrench, remove the front bolt and loosen the rear bolt that attaches the
skid plate mounting brackets to the frame letting the two brackets hang down.

PREINSTALLATION

If installing any lighting into the Fab Fours bumper, do so now.
If installing a winch: Do so now using the winch hardware and the provided fair lead plate
(22067).

INSTALLATION

1. With assistance, hold the bumper up to the frame and use the OEM hardware removed during
steps 2 and 6 to attach it. Use the provided 7/16” zinc washers on the front 6 frame horn bolts from
step 2 and reinstall the skid plate mounting bracket from step 6 on top of the bumper mounting
face.

2. Reinstall skid plate from step 5 and fully tighten all mounting hardware.
