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2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working height. If 
you don’t have access to a hoist or rack, support vehicle 
with jack stands.

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5. If your vehicle has electrical wiring routed along inside 
face of right frame; carefully release harness from frame 
by unclipping it. Then use cable Ɵ es to secure it to top of 
frame (or to harness already on top of frame, as shown).

4. Support muffl  er with a stand, remove muff er wire 
hangers from isolators then loosen ring clamp at muffl  er 
inlet connecƟ on. Slide muffl  er off  of front pipe and set 
aside.

3. Cut tailpipes (x2) at muffl  er exit. Disassemble wire 
hangers from isolators and remove tailpipes from 
vehicle.
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9. Place clamp (10) onto AMT muffl  er (2) then connect 
it to adapter pipe. Tighten clamp enough to allow for 
adjustment then place clamps (x2) (9) onto muffl  er 
outlets.

8. Place clamp (10) onto adapter pipe (1) then connect it 
to factory inlet pipe. Line up notch to tab on factory pipe 
then Ɵ ghten clamp just enough to allow for adjustment.

6. Remove nuts from stock and Flowmaster clamps, apply 
anƟ -seize compound to bolts and re-install nuts.

7. Every slip fi t connecƟ on in this kit must seat 3" deep 
except for muffl  er connecƟ ons which must seat 2" deep. 
Find all slip fi t components in your kit and mark them 
accordingly so your Flowmaster exhaust system fi ts 
properly onto your vehicle.
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12. Place clamp (9) onto leŌ  rear tailpipe (5) and connect it 
to leŌ  front tailpipe. Set wire hanger at rear of tailpipe 
into rubber hanger, then Ɵ ghten clamp just enough to 
allow for adjustment.

11. At rear of frame on driver side of vehicle (next to spare 
Ɵ re), is a pair of aƩ ached hanger mounts. Place rubber 
hanger (11) onto inner hanger.

10. Route right (3) and leŌ  front tailpipes (4) over axle 
and connect them to muffl  er. Hang wire hangers into 
isolators and Ɵ ghten clamps (x2) just enough to allow 
for later adjustment.
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14. Place stainless Ɵ ps (8) onto both exit pipes and adjust to 
desired posiƟ on. Tighten pinch clamps enough to hold 
in place.

15. Adjust exhaust components for fi t; maintaining П⁄Ж" 
clearance and compensaƟ ng for suspension, travel and 
vibraƟ on.

16. Recommended: Secure slip-fi t connecƟ ons with a 1-inch 
tack weld then spray high-temp paint over each weld to 
prevent rust and premature corrosion.

13. Place clamps (x2) (9) onto side exit pipes (7) then 
connect them to tailpipes. Tighten clamps enough to 
allow for adjustment.

NOTE: This kit includes both side and rear exit pipes. A side 
exit is preferable for towing purposes, to avoid blowing 
fumes in or on vehicles you may be towing (eg: RV trailer, 
boat, etc). Otherwise, if you wish to equip your vehicle with 
a rear exit exhaust, use rear exit pipes (6) now in place of 
side exit pipes.
