O Remove the front track bar mounting hardware
from the axle and chassis brackets. Retain origi-
nal hardware.
O Remove original track bar from vehicle.

O Apply anti-seize lubricant to bolt threads of original

O Insert Axle End (B) of Adjustable Trackbar into the  Ratchet Strap (preferred)
axle bracket.

Note: This product is NOT
compatible with frame-mounted track bar drop
brackets.

HINT: For example, measure from the edge of a tire
tread lug to the outboard side of the chassis, then
repeat the measurement on the other side of vehicle
using exact same points.

Q If the two measurements are equal, the axle is
centered. If the measurements vary, divide the dif-

ference in half to determine the amount of adjust-
ment required.\

O If the axle housing is not centered, the chassis
can be laterally shifted using either of the following 0 5. POST-INSTALLATION

methods: Q Take measurements again to ensure axle housing
is perfectly centered and make any final adjust-
ments if necessary.



IMPORTANT: The front axle housing must be in
perfect lateral alignment with vehicle chassis be-
fore you proceed with installation.

O Once all adjustments are complete, fully tighten
the Jam Nut (C).

O Using a torque wrench, tighten mounting hardware
at both ends of track bar to 125 ft-Ibs.

O A professional steering alignment should be
performed to correct toe position and to ensure ve-

hicle meets proper alignment specifications.
Maintenance

Check torque specifications regularly.

Regular cleaning with pressurized water is recom-
mended to maximize reliability.
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
